A large number of tractors, commercial vehicles and cars will be available as well as other associated memorabilia.  The Auction preview will start at 9am.
Bernard Pike, Committee Chair explained “The Heritage Transport Show and Auction is an excellent day out for visitors; so many people have a passion for old cars, buses, commercial vehicles and agricultural machinery.  We have a wonderful committee who believe that the historical significance of transport is something that should be passed on to the next generation”.  He continued “We have hundreds of exhibitors who bring vehicles and visitors are able to talk to the owners and get a real understanding of the work involved in lovingly restoring it”.
